Presentation
Mayor Rohrer explained the purpose of the meeting is to allow citizens to review and comment on the proposed Clearmont Level III Water Systems Project.
This project will provide for a connection of the groundwater well recently drilled by the WWDC to the Town’s water system.  The project will also include outfitting the well with a pump, motor and associated controls.  

In order to fund this project, the town intends to use funds from a Wyoming Water Development Commission Grant in the amount of $471,610.00, Capital Facilities Tax in the amount of $28,020.00, and Wyoming Drinking Water State Revolving Loan Fund (DWSRF) administered by the Wyoming Office of State Lands and Investments.  The cost of the project is estimated to be $731,915.00. The Town plans to obtain $116,142.50 from a principal forgiveness loan from the DWSRF, and $116,142.50 from a 2.5% interest rate, 20-year loan from the DWSRF.  Revenues from 1 Cent Capital Facilities Tax will repay the loan.  The project is included in the Town’s Capital Improvement Plan.
Public Comment

Councilwoman Betz stated that she is opposed to the loan for a project that would not better the water quality for the town.  Mayor Rohrer explained that he is more interested in being able to provide water to the residents in the event that one of the currently operating wells was to go out of service.  Also, there are future project being looked at to insure better water quality.
Adjournment

Councilman Buhr moved to adjourn the hearing, seconded by Councilwoman Switzer.  Meeting adjourned at 6:30 P.M.
